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There can hardly be a more interesting frontispiece to a catalogue than a picture of 
the plant that produces the goods which the catalogue offers.

of Progress _.-
I T may be safely said that in no other industry have the 
past and the present been welded into a more complete chain 
than in photography. And although there seems to be little 
in common between the tiny film uscd in the Kodak box of 
1888, and the magic ribbon that unfolds its picture story on 
the screen to-day, yet, each made the other possible.

Whatever 
we market, whether a tiny Kodak to the most complex camera 
for scientific work, from a Brownie film to a Panchromatic 
plate, from a printing frame to an Anastigmat lens, is made 
under intelligent, expel'ienced superintendence by men in 
whom honest workmanship has become a habit. 

We not only cannot afford to make it wrong; we can afford 
to make it right . And we do. And therein lies the seCl'et of 
Kodak dominance. .
